1. PREMESSA 

SBN WEB è un applicativo per la gestione delle biblioteche, sviluppato a cura dell'Istituto Centrale per il 

Catalogo Unico delle biblioteche italiane e per le informazioni bibliografiche (ICCU), grazie a un 

finanziamento del Ministero per i Beni e le Attività Culturali. 

L’applicativo è stato realizzato allo scopo di: 

 favorire l’adesione dei Poli al Servizio Bibliotecario Nazionale (SBN), promosso dal Ministero per i 

Beni e le Attività Culturali con la cooperazione delle Regioni e delle Università; 

 rendere possibile la gestione automatizzata delle attività istituzionali delle Biblioteche; 

 consentire il colloquio con l’Indice SBN, secondo protocolli aggiornati; 

 garantire l’accesso via web. 

 

La realizzazione dell’applicativo SBN WEB è conforme alla normativa vigente, in materia di sviluppo ed 

utilizzazione dei programmi informatici da parte delle Pubbliche Amministrazioni (si veda oltre, al punto 2 

di questo documento).  

Nel rispetto della Direttiva del Ministero per l’Innovazione e le Tecnologie, emanata il 19 dicembre 2003 

(G.U. n. 31 del 7-2-2004) SBN WEB utilizza prodotti open source come software di base.  

Ferme restando le specifiche condizioni di rilascio dei prodotti utilizzati (riprodotte in calce alla presente 

licenza),  resta  valido per SBN WEB quanto previsto dalla normativa nazionale e internazionale sui diritti 

d’autore. In particolare, vale per SBN WEB quanto esposto al punto 9 della Open Source Definition (Bruce 

Perens 1999), in ordine al carattere non transitivo delle licenze open source; secondo il principio di non 

“contaminazione” esposto in quella definizione, in nessuna licenza d’uso dei software di base utilizzati sono 

previste clausole vincolanti, che limitino l’esercizio dei diritti d’autore su SBN WEB (si veda anche oltre, al 

punto 4 di questo documento).

 PostgreSQL è rilasciato con licenza PostgreSQL License («a liberal Open Source license, similar to 

the BSD or MIT licenses»). La licenza (vedi allegato 1) permette di utilizzare, copiare, modificare e 

distribuire liberamente il software, a patto che ogni copia utilizzata o distribuita venga accompagnata 

dall’indicazione del gruppo che lo ha realizzato e due annotazioni esplicite, le quali si limitano ad 

escludere responsabilità e garanzie da parte dei realizzatori. La licenza non prevede alcuna clausola 

ulteriore, circa le applicazioni sviluppate sulla sua base. 

 JBoss è rilasciato con licenza LGPL (Lesser General Public License). La LGPL (vedi allegato 2) è 

un derivato della GPL (General Public License), escogitato specificamente per le librerie software. 

A differenza di quanto previsto dalla GPL, un programma sottoposto alla LGPL può venire 

incorporato entro un programma proprietario. Al punto 4 della GNU Lesser General Public License 

(vers. 3) si ammette infatti che ogni lavoro risultante dalla combinazione di un applicativo specifico 

con un software di base (sottoposto alla licenza LGPG) possa essere sottoposto a una qualsiasi delle 

condizioni specifiche di licenza scelte dal realizzatore, purché sia salvaguardato il carattere open 

source del software di base e del relativo codice; la porzione del codice riferibile all’applicativo può 

essere dunque sottoposta a specifiche condizioni proprietarie.
